William)  (O)  Connellan  (see  the  note  on  “Limerick’s 
Lamentation”, p.5) I don’t think we know for sure who Miss McAlpin was, but we can 
hazard a  guess  that  she  was a  daughter  of  some family belonging  to  the nobility  or 
landed gentry (perhaps one of Connellan’s patrons).
