"It is a curious coincidence that after spending many 
years with McLeod of Dunvegan, in the Isle of Skye, O'Cahan should 
die at Eglinton Castle about the year 1653 [O'Neill gives 1646 as 
O'Cahan's birth date, so one of these dates must be wrong]. In some 
unaccountable way during his long sojourn in Scotland he became 
known as Rory Dall Morrison, and this has so clouded his origin and 
identity as to involve his very nationality in question."
